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Wars and international conflict inflict enormous physical and psychological trauma.  Among the first responders in any war are the nurses -- from Florence Nightingale to the current military field nurses and those serving in veterans’ hospitals across the world. Nursing research is essential to military veterans, their families, and the community at-large. Nurses are uniquely positioned within the military and civilian health care sectors to observe, study, and evaluate the following:

· Physical and psycho-social consequences of combat, including combat and non-combat phenomena.

· Rehabilitation and adaptation to post-conflict lives.

· Relationship and integration issues with individuals, families, and communities post deployment.

· Evaluation of nursing, medical, and psychological interventions for service members and their families.

· Long term physical and psychological sequel.


This educational seminar provides an overview of historical and current nursing contributions to understanding the needs of military service members and veterans. 

In addition to the physical and psychological care provided, nurses have engaged in research critical to delineating more in-depth understanding of and intervention on war injuries, first line intervention, and rehabilitation.  This seminar presents perspectives from a distinguished veteran and Senator as well as nursing leaders and scientists. Discussion topics include aspects of nursing research that have enabled more urgent and focused care in the field as well as the often extensive and challenging hospital based recovery and rehabilitation.

Goal:           To present a picture of the effects of war/combat on the combatants and their families.

· Delineate the major effects of war/combat on combatants and their families.
