 have entitled my talk tonight “Nursing, Nursing R

e-

search and the Opportunities of a Lifetime.”  In that 

connection, I’m going to make three essential points. 

 

 

First, as many of 

you know so well, for thousands of 

Americans, nursing is the opportunity of a lifetime. Of 

course, with today’s nursing shortage

s, we wish more 

people were aware of this opportunity and would ther

e-

fore take advantage of it. But nursing is the opportunity 

of a lifetime because it affords an unparalleled opport

u-

nity for service to one’s fellow human beings, and 

through that, to oneself. As we seek as a nation to r

e-

dress the shortages of nurses and other key health

-

care 

providers, this message must be conveyed beyond the 

world of nursing to 

society as a whole. 

 

 

My second point tonight is that nursing research is the 

opportunity of a lifetime, because it has the capa

city to 

make a tremendous difference in many if not all of the 

major health care challenges we as a society will face 

over the n

ext 50 to 100 years.  And when I say 

“lifetime,” I mean it, because these challenges await us 

along our entire life spectrum, fr

om battling issues of 

premature birth, to dealing with palliative care at the 

end of life.  These are areas in which nursing res

earch 

has already made vital contributions, and where the sky 

is the limit in terms of how many more contributions it 

can make i

n coming years.  

 

 

The third point I will make tonight is that there is much 

that nursing research can do to bring these first t

wo 

me

s

sages home 

–

 that nursing is the opportunity of a 

lifetime, and that the contributions of knowledge made 

by nursing research have the chance to make a real di

f-

ference in health care.   So I will close tonight with a 

few thoughts based on my perspective as a journalist 

covering health ca

re, as to what it is that you might do 

to continue to get these all

-

important messages out to 

policy makers, to the news media a

nd to the general 

public. 
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
